The bass section consists of a 6-driver ceramic passive array
crossed over at 200HZ. The electrostatic section consists of 5 narrow vertical
sequential time delay strips that enable far wider horizontal dispersion than a
flat electrostatic element combined with the advantages of the uniform wave-
launch of a vertical line source.
